SELF-ASSESSMENT IN TEACHING INTERPRETERS

Nowadays, most educational institutions are undergoing important
didactic changes: shift from teacher - centered to student-centered
learning, giving the way to learner autonomy among students. Autonomous
learners decide themselves what, when and how to learn, thus, taking the
responsibilities for their study. The adopted autonomy enab_les students to
set practical goals, develop strategies for solving possible problen1§,
unexpected situations, perform self-evaluation and self-assessment of tl'{elr
work. Due to the existing misconception about learner autonomy according
to which students are given 100% responsibility without the presence of a
teacher, there arises a question about new function of a teacher. As we
know, in the traditional approach teacher transmitted knowledge. But in
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autonomous learning teachers are advisers, organizers and a source of
information, facilitating learning and managing learning resources.
Teachers' roles have been shifted, even though they are still important in
promoting learner autonomy. It is the teacher's task to determine to what
extent learner autonomy in terms of objectives, materials, assessment can
be given to a student. Taking into account the declared conception of
lifelong learning, future interpreters must learn to possess the necessary
learning strategies to meet professional requirements. To realize it, they
need autonomy, i.e. being able to plan, monitor, and evaluate their learning
process.

Self-assessment can be considered as the most essential element of
autonomous learning and as a real challenge. It has already been proved in
practice that it is very difficult to evaluate a foreign language learner
performance. When it comes to assessing such complex notion as
interpreting activity in the form of a lesson or an event, the problem
becomes much more complicated. A.Hartley [2] suggested a grid of criteria
for self-assessment simultaneous interpreting but they seem to be too
difficult and unpractical for everyday use. The problem of students'
perception of self-assessment in consecutive interpreting is very topical in
terms of learner autonomy. For instance, to find out the students attitude
towards self-assessment, in theUSM (Universiti Sains Malaysia) was
carried out an on-line survey [1], using Moodle Course Management
System. Besides, they were asked to give feedbacks describing their
personal experience. The results show that most students agree that self-
assessment was helpful in identifying their overall linguistic weaknesses,
determining the most problematic area in their interpretation, analyzing
their performance in an objective manner. Visual inspection served as an
effective tool of searching area for improving. Therefore, the students have
acknowledged the importance of self-assessment as a method to improve
their interpreting skills in the long run.

To sum up, student self-assessment involves students in evaluating
their own work and progress. It can be considered as a valuable learning
tool as well as part of an assessment process. Through them students can
identify their own strong and weak points, skill gaps, therefore realize the
area for focusing proper attention while learning, put realistic goals, track
their progress. This process keeps them involved, motivated, thus
encouraging self-reflection and responsibility for their study.

Students can reflect on their own work and judge how well they have
performed according the assessment criteria. And the task of a teacher is to
provide a student with them.
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
