The article theoretically substantiates the emotional stability of teachers,
conducted its scientific analysis, summarized and systematized information on the
problem identified, obtained from scientific sources. Emotional stability is considered
to be one of the most important factors of a person’s vital activity and ensuring the
effectiveness of his professional activity, which depends on the ability to consciously

manage his activity, create the optimal mode of work, the ability to dose and
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maintain mental load at a level that ensures optimal performance, nature of activity
and success performance, ability to properly assess their strength and find resources
for confident behavior, consciously manage the emotional state.

The attention of domestic and foreign scientists to the study of the emotional
stability of a professional is quite clear, because the emergence of most professional
problems is associated with the human factor, with its insufficient resistance to the
emotional influences of the professional environment, which cause the emergence of
adverse functions . According to the researchers emotional resilience is formed in the
process of adapting a person to difficult situations and extreme conditions of
professional activity.

The professional qualities of the teacher are significantly influenced by
individual characteristics of the person (including emotional state), which can not
only contribute to the formation of professional skill and creative approach to work,
but also impede professional development (excessive emotionality). In the course of
professional activity emotional stability reduces negative emotional influences,
prevents stress, promotes emergence of readiness for action in tense situations. It is
one of the psychological factors of reliability, efficiency and success of activity in
difficult conditions of professional activity. Summarizing the above, we can
summarize that the main way of forming emotional stability is mastering the
techniques of emotional regulation at the psychophysiological level, the development
and improvement of individual properties and mental functions of the individual,
which provide the emotional stability of the teacher.
