The problem of formation of social competence of students is one of the leading at the present stage of social development. The purpose of the
article is to substantiate the role and importance of non-formal education as a factor in shaping the social competence of high school students. Using
general scientific methods of analysis, synthesis, comparison and generalization, the analyzed scientific works, published in scientific and practical
editions and placed on domestic and foreign websites, the importance of non-formal education in shaping the social competence of high school students
is determined. Non-formal education for high school students is interpreted as supplementary education, which is institutionalized, purposeful, planned
by the general secondary education institution as an organization providing educational services. A defining characteristic of non-formal education for
high school students is that it is complementary and alternative to formal education, acquired through educational programs, and does not involve the
awarding of state-recognized educational qualifications. Theoretical approaches to defining the concept of "non-formal education” are revealed. It is
characterized that non-formal education in modern conditions performs a complex of functions: motivational, aimed at accepting new living conditions;
informational, ability to find, choose, use the necessary information; activity-oriented, to master new ways of activity; axiological, to master socially
necessary values. It is substantiated that non-formal education of high school students is a space for expansion of their traditional educational activity.
It has been proved that non-formal education has its own methodology for influencing the development of social competence of a high school student’s
personality. The article describes theoretical approaches to the definition of "non-formal education”. Functions of non-formal education are
characterized: motivational, informational, activity-oriented and axiological. Non-formal education is described as a logical continuation of basic
education, as one of the guiding factors of the whole educational process. The role of non-formal education of high school students as a space for
expanding their traditional educational activities is substantiated. The role of electives, circles, clubs, individual work, participation in the work of
student self-government of a secondary education institution as an essential factor of the whole school educational environment is revealed. The
influence of non-formal education on the development of social competence of the high school student s personality is proved.

The article studies the content of such concepts as “culture”, “economic culture” and attempts to determine the place and role of economic
culture in the structure of a general culture of personality. It also analyzes modern approaches to defining the term “economic culture”. The study on
the problem of shaping economic culture in the teacher has led to the need to analyze different types of culture, determine the place of economic culture
among them and consider such concepts as “culture of personality”, “general culture of personality” and “economic culture of personality”.The
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article analyzes economic culture as a component of a general culture of personality in two areas: firstly, it discloses the content of the main functions
of culture in the context of economic culture; secondly, it reveals the connection between economic culture and other components of the system of a
general culture.ln general, the conducted analysis of scientific sources shows that there are different theoretical concepts of the essence of culture,
which reveal the prospects for its development and impact on human spirituality. Culture is a necessary characteristic of all kinds and forms of physical
and spiritual activity. The study of economic culture implies a stage of a holistic understanding of culture. The active approach to the analysis of the
problem of the formation of the personality culture made it possible to identify the connection of each of its structural components with the experience of
the respective activity and to make provisions about the defining, leading role of the economic culture in the formation of the holistic personality culture.
First of all, it is substantiated by the influence of transformative activity on the development of the potential capabilities of the individual, on the
formation of individuality. After all, in the process of activity, the person receives not only the object of his activity, but also those additional results that
form the basis of personality development: new knowledge, new experience, new relationships, new needs, and therefore new goals, motives,
orientations, ie the preconditions of one’s own self improvement.

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VYCHOVA K ZDRAVIU A STUDENTI UCITELSTVA PRE PRIMARNE VZDELAVANIE

V prispevku sa venujeme problematike vychovy k zdraviu, ktord nie je v slovenskom Skolstve samostatnym vyucovacim predmetom, jej obsah je
implementovany do obsahového a vykonového Standardu viacerych vyucovacich predmetov na primdarnom stupni vzdelavania. V1. a 2. rocniku
zdkladnej Skoly sa najviac implementuje do vyucovacich predmetov prvouka a telesnd a Sportova vychova, v 3. a 4. rocniku do vyucovacich predmetov
prirodoveda a telesnd a Sportovd vychova. Jej obsah je implementovany aj do prierezovej témy ochrana Zivota a zdravia. V prispevku sa venujeme aj
vychove k zdraviu vo vztahu k vysokoskolskej priprave ucitelov pre primdrne vzdeldvanie na Pedagogickej fakulte PreSovskej univerzity v Presove.
Dalej prezentujeme vysledky dotaznikového prieskumu cielom ktorého bolo zistit ndzory a postoje Studentov ucitel'stva pre primdrne vzdeldvanie na
vychovu k zdraviu vo vztahu kjej vyucbe na primdarnom stupni vzdeldvania a na pripravenost Studentov na jej realizaciu v zakladnej Skole. Dotaznik
viastnej konstrukcie obsahoval 5 poloZiek. Dotaznikového prieskumu sa zucastnilo 29 Studentov externej formy studia a 30 Studentov dennej formy
Studia ucitelstva pre primarne vzdelavanie. Vysledky prieskumu prezentujeme v tabulkdach a grafoch. Vysledky ukdzali, Ze respondenti povazuji
vychovu k zdraviu za dolezitu sucast vzdelavania Ziakov mladsSieho skolského veku, aj ked’ 50 % respondentov si mysli, Ze by nemala mat’ postavenie

samostatného vyucovacieho predmetu na primarnom stupni vzdelavania.

Vyhlasenie o probléme. V Statnom vzdeldvacom programe pre
primarne vzdelavanie (1. aZ 4. ro¢nik zékladnej Skoly) je formulovany aj
vSeobecny ciel’ vychovy a vzdelavania, ktory obsahovo koresponduje
s vychovou k zdraviu, ato “viest’ Ziakov k zodpovednému aktivnemu
pristupu k ochrane a upeviiovaniu svojho zdravia” [1, s. 4]. Vychova
k zdraviu v zakladnych S$kolach ako prostriedok uc€innej primarnej
prevencie zdravotnych problémov a socialno-patologickych javov nie je
realizovana v podobe samostatného vyucovacieho predmetu [2]. Jej
obsah je Cciastone zacleneny do obsahu niektorych vyucovacich
predmetov, ato v 1. a 2. roéniku najmé do prvouky a telesnej a Sportovej
vychovy, v 3. a4. ro¢niku do prirodovedy a opét’ do telesnej a Sportovej
vychovy. Na vzdelavani ziakov mladsieho $kolského veku v tejto oblasti
sa podiela aj prierezova téma ochrana zivota a zdravia. Aj napriek
existujucej integrovanosti zdravotnych tém do niektorych vyucovacich
predmetov aprierezovych tém v primamom vzdelavani aaj inym
formam prozdravotnej edukécie (r6znym projektom a edukacnym
programom, napr. Skola podporujiica zdravie, Skola bez alkoholu, drog
acigariet, Narodny program boja proti drogam, Narodny program
podpory zdravia, Mlicko pre Skolopovinné deti) zaznamenavame
nepriaznivé ukazovatele v oblasti zdravia, ako aj voblasti zdravotnej
patologie [3].

Analyza sucasného vyskumu a publikicii. Magistersky
Studijny program ucitel’stvo pre primarne vzdelavanie sa Studuje dva roky
vdennej atri roky v externej forme $tudia. Nadvédzuje na trojroény (v
externej forme $tvorroény) bakalarsky Studijny program predskolska
a elementarna pedagogika. Absolventi magisterského stupria su ucitel'mi
v primarnom stupni vzdelavania v Slovenskej republike, t. j. v 1. az 4.
roéniku zakladnej skoly.

Studenti, budici ugitelia vprimarnom vzdelavani, pocas
vysokoskolského stidia absolvuji mnozstvo vyucovacich predmetov,
véitane pedagogickych praxi, ktoré ich maji po odbornej a metodickej
stranke pripravit' pre vykon ucitel'ského povolania, pre pracu ucitel'a
ziakov mladsicho Skolského veku. V d’alSom texte popiSeme pripravu
buducich ucitelov primameho vzdelavania pre realizaciu vychovy

k zdraviu na Pedagogickej fakulte PreSovskej univerzity v Presove.

V bakalarskom stupni Stadia v 1. roku absolvuju Studenti
povinny vyucovaci predmet Bioldgia diet’at’a, Skolska hygiena a drogova
prevencia, ktory vsebe implementuje vychovu k zdraviu. Vyucovaci
predmet sa vyucuje jeden semester vrozsahu dve hodiny prednaska
ajedna hodina seminar. Informacny list predmetu uvadza tieto vysledky
vzdelavania:

— prezentovat’ zodpovedajuce penzum informacii, vedomosti,
poznatkov a zrucnosti v kontexte vnimania ¢loveka ako bio-psycho-
socialnej struktury;

— vysvetlit’ anatomické a fyziologické charakteristiky telesnych
ststav s dorazom na riadiace sustavy, na vekové osobitosti a adaptacné
reakcie organizmu;

— analyzovat’ determinanty zdravia a zdravého zivotného Stylu
pri reSpektovani osobitosti mladSieho Skolského veku;

— vytvorit' program podpory zdravia s dorazom na zésady
racionalnej vyzivy a potrebu pohybovych aktivit;

— vysvetlit a aplikacne uplatnit’ zasady hygieny Skolského
prostredia a Skolskych ¢innosti vo vztahu k u¢innosti eduka¢ného
procesu;

— vyhladavat informéacie a zd6vodnit’ aktudlnost drogovej
prevencie;

— poskytnut’ predlekarsku prvii pomoc [4].

V 2. roku bakalarskeho $tudia si Studenti mézu vybrat’ povinne
volitelny predmet Volny ¢as a zdravie, v infoliste ktorého st uvedené
vysledky vzdelavania ktoré obsahovo koreSponduji s problematikou
vychovy k zdraviu, a to:

— konkretizovat’ Struktru a obsah zdravotno-preventivnych
programov ako vychovnych intervencii do oblasti vol'ného ¢asu deti [5].
