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ACTIVITY-BASED LEARNING AS THE BASELINE FOR
CREATIVE AND CRITICAL THINKING SKILLS ENHANCEMENT

Learning spaces significantly affect the way humans learn. Being able to think
critically, problem solve and innovate are cornerstones of the modern job market.
Nowadays educators recognize the importance of activity-based learning as an
essential learning technique for the acquisition of knowledge and skills.

Activity-based learning is considered as the process of learning by doing. As
opposed to asking kids to simply listen and take notes, activity-based learning
encourages students to actively participate in their own learning experience through
practical activities such as problem-solving and independent investigation [3].

This learning method plays an important role in upcoming interactive learning
courses. In recent years there has been an increasing emphasis placed on the design
of new learning spaces and their impact on learning by such researchers as T.
Arentze, M. Bassett, A. Festus, P. Freyberg, R. Gillies, A. Henrico, R. Osborne, N.
Ranganath, W. Superfine and others.

Professor R. Beichner from North Carolina State University identifies three

reasons for learning spaces changing. First, the world is rapidly changing, and
students expect more connection with information, technology and people as they
learn; for example, the removal of mobile technologies during classes contradicts
what students are used to and has little relationship to their everyday practices.
Second, information is often required to be accessible wherever and whenever
needed; the connectivity of smartphones and tablets enable them to provide
information in a matter of seconds. Third, learning spaces change because students
change. The ways students remember, locate and modify information is
transforming significantly. Educators no longer hold the monopoly on information,

which means that students increasingly seek answers beyond the teacher [1].

Activity-based learning as the baseline for creative and critical thinking skills
enhancement has many benefits, including:

Helping students memorize information — By encouraging students to get
physically and mentally involved in the learning process, activity-based learning
helps them learn and retain information.

Encouraging students to be independent and inquisitive — Activity-based
learning focuses on independent investigation and analysis. By asking students to
work on their own and/or in small groups, this teaching method encourages them to
be independently inquisitive, think critically, and learn from their own experience.
This self-directed learning process in turn supports their acquisition of knowledge
outside (as well as inside) the educational environment.

Supporting social development — activity-based learning encourages students
to take responsibility for their own learning experience, group-based activity work
also helps students develop teamwork and social skills.

Emphasising the relevance of educational material — activity-based learning
helps students understand the ‘real-life’ relevance of learning material by
encouraging them to explore and solve realistic problems and scenarios.

Encouraging students to express themselves in different ways — activity-based
learning encourages students to be creative in the way they express their knowledge.
This learning method provides students with the opportunity to express what they
have learnt through the act of doing as well as through the act of verbal presentation
[3].

The activity-based learning methods appeal to a wide range of different senses
and also appeal to individual’s varied learning styles. Different activities can be
identified and tried in the skills thereby increasing the students’ interest in learning
process. The activity-based learning plays a key role in developing the critical and
creative mind of students.

To make learning interactive and interesting, short activities should be
included in the learning of language. This gives more scope for listening to English

conversations, developing one's own vocabulary and skill of speaking. Teachers



should have an opportunity to apply the checklist as a way of deciding whether some
activities are suitable for their teaching purposes. Such activities as brainstorming
(done individually on paper or in a group, orally or on the blackboard),
word/sentence building jigsaw method (studying narrative material), twenty
guestions game, etc. help students to reinforce the grammar techniques in their mind
and also later relate them into real life situations [2].
