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Modernization of the higher education system of Ukraine in the post-war period
requires improvement of the quality training of future specialists, taking into account
managerial and psychological aspects. At the current stage, one of the tasks of
modernization of education is to raise it to the level of the standards of the developed
countries of the world and to integrate it into the international scientific and educational
space. In this context, the problem of the development of higher education in Ukraine,
which would meet the needs of society, and its establishment among other states in the
post-war period in the conditions of globalization and European integration, acquires
scientific expediency and social timeliness.

The actualization of the study of the problem of the development of higher
education in Ukraine is due to the need to overcome the contradictions between the
declared direction of the educational process. in modern higher education and
insufficient funding of higher educational institutions; traditional tools of education
and the need for its modernization in accordance with modern educational ideas and
technologies, taking into account the diagnosis of intellectual, communicative and
motivational qualities of future specialists.

In the context of modernization processes, a gradual, purposeful movement
towards European integration, it is extremely important for Ukraine to establish such
an organizational and economic mechanism of educational activity, which, based on
the principles of transparency, responsibility and effectiveness, would contribute to
updating the content of education in accordance with the principles of the Bologna
Declaration, raising the level higher educational institutions and achieving social
justice in the field of education.

Priority goals of modern foreign (European) education [2]:

- individual development of personality, disclosure of its potential;

- meeting the needs of the economy in qualified labour force;

- social integration of the future specialist as an active member of civil society;

- instilling self-education skills, forming the need for lifelong learning. ‘

Given the fact that the content of education in Ukraine is developing under the
influence of globalization factors, the modernization of the domestic education sector
in the post-war period should take place on a predictive basis, taking into account
demographic prospects, trends in the development of the national and world
economies, as well as the needs of the modern labour market.

At the same time, it is necessary to combine progressive ideas of the international
dimension with national values, ensuring the innovative development of education as
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an open system of international cooperation to enrich the forms and methods of
personal development of youth and their professional growth.

The education system in all developed countries is undergoing significant
changes, not only quantitative, but also qualitative. The number of young people
enrolled in education is increasing, as well as the terms of education; its tasks are
becoming more difficult. The economy of the leading European countries no longer
needs the involvement of teenagers and young people in social production, it is more
appropriate to continue training, post-graduate education with the aim of obtaining the
highest professional level.

According to foreign scientists, the intensive course of higher education reform
in the 21st century involves a number of new principles:

a) Higher education institutions will develop primarily as institutions of
continuous education;

b) retraining and requalification of adult specialists will be of great importance;

¢) training courses are individualized as much as possible, with the aim of
students' primary mastery of the relevant blocks of content modules;

d) educational disciplines will be taught using the latest technologies, etc.

A characteristic feature of modern world trends in the development of higher
education is the growth of its economic efficiency. According to the recommendations
of the World Trade Organization, in the conditions of the international division of
labour, education plays an increasingly important role as a kind of specific field of
services.

In order to improve the quality of higher education in Ukraine, the following areas
have been identified [1; 2]:

- equipping higher education institutions with hardware and software, which will
make it possible to create the necessary communications;

- involvement of young people in the wide study of natural and mathematical
disciplines; : -

- strengthening the ties of educational institutions with industry and business;

- improvement of the tender ratio and provision; -

- intensification of the study of foreign languages by improving the socio-cultural
component of the content of foreign language education;

- use of the latest technologies and innovations;

- determination of conditions for student and teacher exchanges within the EU;

-assessment of the degree of acquisition by students of the content of higher
education.

Ways to improve the quality of modern higher education [2]:

- observance of the principle of social justice (expanding access of young people
to quality education);

- socialization of youth; multicultural education;

- modernization of the content of education;

- introduction of new functions and forms of control and evaluation.

So, we come to the conclusion that the key task of the development of higher

education abroad and in Ukraine is its quality, which is ensured by the international
community as a priority on a par with human well-being and health.

National systems of quality assurance in the post-war period should include:

- determining the responsibility of bodies and educational institutions;

- evaluation of institutions' programs, which includes internal control, external
verification, student participation and publication of results;

- international participation, cooperation and creation of associations that take
care of quality control. '

The modernization of the educational sector of Ukraine in the post-war period
should be carried out on a predictive basis, taking into account the demographic
situation, the development trends of the national and world economy, the needs of the
labour market and the creative combination of progressive ideas of the international
dimension with domestic educational experience. The state and political governing
bodies should be coordinators and authors of appropriate rules for the functioning of
higher education institutions of all forms of ownership and a kind of guarantor of
compliance with international and national standards of duration, content and methods
of education.

Implementation of experience in the development of higher education in Ukraine
requires significant efforts and material resources. In order to ensure the effective
implementation and use of positive ideas of the European experience in the post-war
period, it is necessary to carry out practical research on the scientific and
methodological support of the educational process, the use of innovative educational
technologies.
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
